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BOSS MUSTANG 429: 1969

(KK # 1852 NASCAR)

“The Sleeping Giant”

1358 of these highly sort after limited production Mustangs were produced mainly to homologate the “Shotgun” 429 Hemi motor for NASCAR racing.  

----------------------------------------------

The 1969 and 1970 models were hand-built by modifying big block production Cobra Jets in a special “Kar Kraft” factory. To fit the huge Boss 429 motor, major modifications were necessary including widening the entire engine bay, and fitting specially modified front and rear suspension.

-----------------------------------------------

The Boss 429 motor included everything that Ford could think of to add power and reliability to a race engine. This included specially strengthened block with four bolt main bearings, forged steel crankshaft and conrods, forged alloy pistons, and massive alloy “hemi” heads with huge 2.3 inch dia inlet valves - the biggest ever fitted by Ford to a production engine. The motor was nicknamed the “Shotgun” because the ports looked like huge shotgun barrels.

In production trim, the motor was choked down to only 375 bhp by a small carburettor and a mild camshaft. However with these items changed out, the deep breathing potential of the engine could be realised, and truly massive power outputs become possible for racing.

BOSS 429 powered cars dominated the 1969 NASCAR racing season. However at the onset of the 1970 season, Ford suddenly withdrew factory support from racing, and consequently the motor never realised its full potential.

This unrestored car was purchased in Arizona in 2003, with 61,000 miles run and one owner for the previous 23 years. It is substantially original other than removal of engine emission equipment and the fitment of exhaust headers.

Standard features include:

Power steering, 4 speed close-ratio gearbox, low ratio limited slip 9” diff, heavy duty suspension, 1” lowered ride height, staggered rear shocks, thick front & rear sway bars, front spoiler, functional hood scoop, engine oil cooler, deluxe “décor” interior, 15 x 7 Magnum 500 wheels, trunk mounted battery.
